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The Associate of Applied Business degree is for those who want to move into management and those aleady in 
management who want to upgrade their skills. It is designed primarily for individuals who have several years of relevant 
work experience and now want to learn about broad areas of management in order to redirect their careers or increase 
their chances of moving into management positions. This program is also designed for individuals who want a broad 
education in general business and management. Graduates without extensive work experience typically start as 
assistants to managers and advance to management positions based on experience, motivation and ability.
